OBJECTIVES 
 
The purpose of this civic celebration is to increase public awareness of Brentwood and East Contra Costa County, and to support 
worthy local charities. Our intent is to achieve this goal by creating a festival of food, family and fun while celebrating the harvest of 

the famous Brentwood Sweet Corn.  CORNFEST originated in 1992 and offers unique foods and other items along with an ongoing 
array of entertainment and displays.  FIREWORKS WILL BE ON FRIDAY NIGHT ONLY! 
 

GENERAL RULES 
 

A. CORNFEST reserves the right to locate vendor booths according to the needs of the festival.  The vendor shall not move  
 booths at any time. In case of violation of this rule, the vendor will be asked to vacate with no refunds. You must write Brand Names 
 of any items you are selling on the application. CORNFEST will try to see that any vendors selling the same items are placed at sites 
 located at a distance from each other. If you are selling items not listed on your application, you will be asked to vacate with no 
 refunds. Vendors may NOT sell or display any item considered inappropriate for families--to be decided by the CornFest Committee.  
 Vendors: If in doubt, DON’T. 
 

B. Food booth applicants must submit a proposed menu (Form #2) at the time the application is submitted.  Menu changes without prior 
 written approval may result in closing of the booth.  SOFT DRINKS AND BOTTLED WATER WILL BE SOLD EXCLUSIVELY BY 
 CORNFEST.   (Vendors can sell dessert beverages, such as ice cream shakes, shaved  ice,  and snow cones.) 
 
C. ARTS AND CRAFTS VENDORS MUST BE SELLING THEIR OWN HANDCRAFTED ITEMS ONLY.  To qualify as an “Arts and Craft” 
 vendor, all items must be handmade.  If you purchase any product to re-sell, you then qualify as a “Commercial Vendor” and must  register 
 as such.  Fill out and submit Form #2 and send a photo displaying your crafts/products and booth structure. Your photo will NOT be  returned. 
 
D. ANY BOOTH CANCELLATIONS MUST BE MADE BY MONDAY, MAY 3, 2010.  ANY REQUESTED CHANGES TO AN APPLICATION 
 MUST BE SUBMITTED BY  MAY 3 , 2010 AND APPROVED BY THE CORNFEST COMMITTEE.   
 
E. ANY VENDOR WHO DOES NOT SHOW UP AT CORNFEST FORFEITS THE RETURN OF ANY FEES. CORNFEST IS NOT 
 RESPONSIBLE FOR YOUR FINANCIAL SUCCESS DURING THE FESTIVAL. PLEASE BE SURE YOU UNDERSTAND THE DATES,    
 HOURS, AND THE LOCATION OF THE BRENTWOOD CORNFEST, IN CONTRA COSTA COUNTY, NORTHERN CALIFORNIA. 
 
F. To insure uniformity and fairness, prices of certain items may be subject to approval by the CORNFEST Committee. 
 

G. Booth space may NOT be assigned to, shared with, or sub-leased to others. 
 

H.  Electrical facilities are limited and dependent on booth location. Vendors needing any electrical service to their booth must pay a MINIMUM 
 fee of $75.00. Indicate that need on the application and include the $75.00 in your total check. YOU NEED TO DETERMINE HOW  MANY 
 WATTS YOUR EQUIPMENT NEEDS.  THE $75 FEE GIVES YOUR BOOTH ONE 20 AMP CIRCUIT.  PLEASE SEE THE  ELECTRICAL 
 APPLICATION IF YOU NEED MORE POWER. YOU MUST PROVIDE ALL EXTENSION CORDS TO BE USED IN THE BOOTH. 

 If electricity is NOT requested with this application, it will NOT be provided on the days of this event.  You must complete and submit Form 
 #3.

I. You may provide your own butane, propane or other heat source, provided your source and use meets with the CORNFEST’S and  Fire 

Marshall’s approval.  NO GENERATORS WILL BE PERMITTED. 
 
J. WATER USE IS LIMITED BUT AVAILABLE UNDER CERTAIN CIRCUMSTANCES. If you require any water at your booth, you  must 

write it on your application.  NO DIRECT HOOK-UPS ARE AVAILABLE. 
 
K. All Non-Profit organization applicants must submit LEGIBLE written proof that they are a 501-C3 Non-Profit organization as 
 determined by the IRS.  You must attach a copy of your Non-Profit Tax ID number to the application to confirm Non-Profit status.  100% of 
 profit must go to Non-Profit organization. 
 
L. The Contra Costa County Health Services requires all food vendors to display a CONTRA COSTA COUNTY Health Permit.   You 
 must fill out the enclosed Health Permit Form (Food Vendor Checklist) and return it with a fee of $107.00 for each food booth (add 
 to total fees required).  Non-Profit food booths are exempt, but you must submit a LEGIBLE copy of the Non-Profit Tax ID number 
 with the Health Permit application to confirm Non-Profit status.  Attach a copy of a LEGIBLE DD-214 form to claim Veteran’s 
 exemption.  
 
M. Vendors are responsible for reporting and paying their own State Sales Tax. 
 
N. Tables, chairs, and umbrellas will NOT be provided. 
 
O. The Brentwood CORNFEST will take place RAIN or SHINE.  No refunds will be made because of weather conditions.  In the  unlikely 

event that the CORNFEST is canceled, the organizer’s liability lies in the refunding of any prepaid rental fees only. 
  
P.  The sale of pornographic materials, weapons, drugs, fireworks, toy guns of ANY type, (INCLUDING ANY ITEM MAKING 

GUNSHOT OR POPPING SOUNDS) or water pistols is prohibited! 
 
Q. NO EXCEPTIONS:  Your space/booth must be staffed at all times (ALL THREE DAYS) during operating hours of the  BRENTWOOD 

CORNFEST. 
 
R. The City of Brentwood requires all vendors to have aT Brentwood City Business License. If you have a CURRENT BRENTWOOD 

City Business License, you must submit a copy with this application.  If you do not have one, you must fill out the enclosed 
Brentwood City Business License form (Business Tax Application) and return it with the $50.00 fee along with your CornFest 
application.   If your business is home based and you have a Brentwood address, you do not qualify for $50 3-day temporary 
business license.  Please apply for a business license from the City of Brentwood at 708 3rd Street, Brentwood, CA 94513. 

  
S. The Brentwood CORNFEST is reserving the exclusive right to sell the following items:  (1) All soft drinks, alcoholic beverages, carbonated 

beverages and water, (2) Corn on the Cob,  (3) Popped Corn, and (4) Glow-In-The-Dark Items.  No other vendors may sell these items. 
T. Any Food Vendor who is BBQ has to add an extra 5’ x 10’ BBQ area to there Vendor site. This site may be placed on the side left/or right, or rear 

of your assigned space as decided by the Cornfest Committee and the CCC Fire Department.
